Improve Literacy Skills 

Supporting Data: 

1. Park students' literacy performance on the CRT has improved consistently from 2005 - 2009. The percent of grade 3 proficient and advanced students increased from 80 to 93; grade 4 from 96 to 100; and grade 5 from 81 to 100. 

2. In 2005-2009 the percent of grade 3 advanced students in literacy increased from 40 to 76; grade 4 remained the same at 73; and grade 5 from 10 to 63. 

Goal

To improve student's ability to respond to open response questions in the strands of practical reading and reading for content and increase the number of students performing above grade level in literacy.

Benchmark

At 98.0 Park is currently above the 08-09 AYP of 71.2. By the end of the 09-10 school year Park should be at 64.0. We have set a benchmark that students scoring proficient/advanced will increase by 1 percent on the Literacy Exam and the number of students performing at the advanced level on the literacy portion of the Benchmark Exam will increase by 10%.

Intervention: Continue to implement a comprehensive balanced literacy approach using research-based programs (such as Ella, Effective Literacy, Accelerated Reader, Weekday Workouts for Vocabulary, Phonics Lessons, Reader's and Writer's Workshop, and the International Baccalaureate Primary Years Program) for instruction in literacy and for improved levels of student achievement in the areas of literacy and reading.

Improve math skills. 

Supporting Data: 

1. Park students' mathematics performance on the CRT has improved consistently from 2005 to 2009. The percent of grade 3 proficient and advanced students in mathematics increased from 89 to 100; grade 4 from 90 to 100; and grade 5 from 76 to 97. 

2. In 2005 - 2009 the percent of grade 3 advanced students in mathematics increased from 53 to 87; grade 4 from 53 to 73; and grade 5 from 73 to 77. 

Goal

To improve student's ability to respond to open response questions in the strands of geometry, measurement, algebra, data analysis and probability, and increase the number of students performing above grade level in math.

Benchmark

At 99.0 Park is currently above the 08-09 AYP of 70.00. By the end of the 09-10 school year Park should be at 62.50. We have set a benchmark that students scoring proficient/advanced will increase by 1 percent on the Math Exam and the number of students performing at the advanced level on the math portion of the Benchmark Exam will increase by 10%.
