Designate a certified faculty member to serve as a parent involvement facilitator
Designate space within the school setting to serve as a Parent Center.

The Parent Center will provide an area to house parent resources such as:  parenting books, magazines, internet access, and other information to help with successful parenting.

Foster a warm, welcoming environment within the school setting to encourage parents to visit the school and utilize resources available in the Parent Center.
Provide a weekly school newsletter, both a hard copy and on the web site, to inform parents of ongoing activities and events during the school year.

Provide an electronically delivered school newsletter at a parent’s request.

Provide an up-to-date school website for the purpose of keeping parents informed of the school’s mission, goals, events and all other school related issues.

Provide Edline – a website which will enable parents to be informed of student grades and a source of other necessary school related information.

Utilize the School Reach service to inform parents of events, activities and any emergency information pertaining to our school.

A television monitor will be strategically located within the school building to provide streaming video of information of upcoming events and student activities.
Provide a service of Parent/Teacher conferences upon request.

Schedule two student-led parent conferences per year.

Provide a cumulative student portfolio to document the student’s progress.

Provide each parent with a calendar to use for the purpose of scheduling of activities and meetings to be held at school.

Provide a school handbook that will include:
· Policies concerning parent visitation
· School pick-up procedures

· Classroom visitation procedures

· What students will be learning.

· How students will be assessed.

· What parents should expect from their child’s education.

· Names of faculty members and their email addresses.
· Information about the Parent Center and its location within the building.

· A listing of various school policies to help inform the parents of daily school operations.

· A concise collection of successful parenting tips and ideas for parents to use at home with their children.

· A listing of extended services available to parents after school hours.

Establish partnerships with community organizations whose mission is to educate and enhance the lives of parents and children.

Employ a staff member to serve as an Intervention Specialist whose purpose is to serve as a liaison between the school and the community in order to assist parents and students with resources available within the community.
Participate with and assist the school’s PTO organization in its efforts to service the school, parents and students with a variety of activities which contributes to the school’s mission and encourages parent involvement such as:

· Parent Teacher Organization membership

· Homeroom mothers

· A variety of volunteer activities to assist with school operations

· Seasonal programs which gives parents, students, teachers and other school staff  the opportunity to interact in a more social atmosphere.
· A variety of activities for the purpose of raising funds to augment the school’s educational programs.

Provide a variety of school events to encourage parental involvement:

· Grandparent’s Day Luncheon

· Two student-led Parent/Teacher conferences per year.

· Open House events to provide parents with the opportunity to view the school building and meet faculty members.

· Provide school tours at a parent’s request

· Family Fun and Learning nights with an emphasis on literacy and math

· Host a volunteer luncheon to show appreciation to parents and community volunteers for services rendered to the school during the year.
· Encourage and welcome fathers to visit the school by hosting a “Donuts with Dad” breakfast event.

· Encourage fathers to have a visible presence at school by establishing a WATCH D.O.G.S. Dads school-wide program.

· Encourage and welcome mothers to visit school by hosting a “Muffins with Mom” breakfast event.

· Provide a listing of volunteer activities from which a parent may choose in their efforts to give service to their child’s school.
· Kindergarten Roundup event to help make parents aware of what students will be learning and information on ways parents can assist in their child’s learning

· Kindergarten Graduation Program

· Fourth Grade Graduation Program

· Host a “Lunch with Your Child” day for each classroom and invite parents to attend.

· Sponsor seasonal programs which give the students an opportunity to perform for parents

· Host an International Games Night for parents and students

· Conduct Academic Awards Assemblies for each grading period

· Use parent surveys to allow parents to share their personal views and opinions about programs and events at school

· Establish an advisory committee to give parents the opportunity to share their input about the school’s educational curriculum
· Provide a translator for Spanish-speaking parents when requested

· Provide a selection of parenting resources to be located in the Parent Center: books, magazines, and various types of media for parents to use at school or check out for their personal growth.

Schedule activities for the sole purpose of keeping parents informed:

· Meet and Greet activities

· PTO meetings are held each month.  Meetings are held twice each meeting day at 8:30 and 5:30 to give parents an opportunity to select a time which best fits into their schedule.

· A pre-school opening registration to inform parents of new and returning students about school policies, procedures, and philosophy

· Informational meetings designed to give parents an overview of the International Baccalaureate Program.
· Invite parents to serve on the ACSIP committees

· School handbook containing school calendar, supply list, and IB philosophy
· Communication from teachers concerning : homework assignments, daily student behavior, class assignments, dates and deadlines, and various school sponsored activities
